And the truth is
that you and | are unlikely to be able to prevent a hated-filled, misguided,
disenfranchised terrorist who is prepared to die from committing an
atrocity. What we can do is to prevent those acts of terror from destroying our
way of life, poisoning our relationships, and undermining our freedoms.
To allow fear, division and hatred to flourish is to allow the terrorists to have
the last word.

And the warning signs that we have done that, that the terrorists have won
would be the following:

2. If we create scapegoats or alienate groups of people. The acts of terrorisn
